— Local Action,Owas held in Rotterdam, the Netherlands, from June 27" to
Jly 2", 2008. As Governor, it was my privilege to represent District 9 at
= the convention and to carry the vote of District 9. Thefirst event of the
convention was the Hag Hoisting, which occurred on Fiday morning near the
Erasmus Bridge. The setting was impressive Dthe beautiful bridge over the river,
flags of all nations flying overhead representing the multi-cultural population of
Rotterdam, and in honor of Zonta International (Z1), the flags of the USA, the
Philippines, Zonta International and the convention were raised. Rotterdam
dignitaries, including the Mayor, were present.

DISTRICT 9 MEETING HIGHLIGHTS

¥ Lollie Harper of the Zonta International Foundation (ZIF) recognized the
clubs of Newport Harbor and Santa Clarita for each giving over $20,000 to
the Zonta International Foundation during the biennium.

¥ District 9 was recognized as being the number one District in giving during
the biennium, with a total of $ 367,398.93 having been donated.

¥ Foundation Ambassador Joy Orlich presented individuals and clubs who
donated over $500 to the foundation with awards.

¥ Deborah Roberts Awards were presented.

¥ Karen Foissotte presented a Membership summary, noting that our May
2008 membership was 5.2%over May 2007. With North American
membership decreasing in general, this is a significant achievement.

TUESDAY included business session number 3: International Service and ZISVAW reports,
presentation of the 2008-2010 biennial goals, and discussion of the dues increase proposal.

WEDNESDAY concluded the convention with the Final Business session and the
Installation Ceremony with the passing of the pins from Governors, Z1 officers and
Directors to their successors. Congratulations, Governor Foissotte! There was a
picnic in the park early that afternoon, and that evening, the Rotterdam
Philharmonic O rchestra presented a concert, which was followed by a Farewell
reception.

BYLAWS PROPOSALS THAT PASSED and one that didn@ (Proposals not listed either
were not adopted or were not considered.)

A.1. Article VI, Officers and Directors, Section 2. ZI Directors. (b) Election, Term of Office.
IBL. p 12. Adopted. This changes the term of office of ZI Directors so that all directors
take office at the end of convention and replaces staggered terms Beffective 2012.

A.2. Articlell, Zonta International Nominating Committee, Section 5, Duties. (b) (2). IBL. p. 19
Adopted. This relates to Article A.1.

Advancing the Status of Women Worldwide
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C.1. Article X1, Committees, Section 7. Eliminations of the ZI Public ~ Relations
and Communications Committee. IBL p. 21. Railed by a very slim margin! This
resolution would have eliminated the PR&C committee, and would have placed
the burden of PR&C on districts and clubs. The committee will continue to
function, but it is currently un-funded because the ZI board expected this
amendment to pass, budgeting accordingly.

C.2. Article XII, committees, Section 8. Status of W omen Service Committee. IBL. p.
21. Adopted. This renames the STWS Committee to Service Committee.

C.3. Article XII, Committees, Section 8. Status of Women Service Committee. IBL p
21. Adopted. This creates a separate Legislative Awareness & Advocacy (LAA)
Committee.

E.1. Article X1V, Clubs, Section 2. Members. (e) Referral Privileges. IBL p. 34.
Adopted. Allows a member to easily transfer membership to another club.

E.2.Article XIV, clubs Section 2. Members. (b) Classified Member. IBL.P33.
Adopted!!! This amendment opens membership in Zonta to persons who have
the required experience, but who are not now actively engaged in business, as
has been the requirement. Persons who work part-time, who are on leave of
absence, or who areretired, etc. and who have professional/executive
experiencearenow qualified to join Zonta!

The dues increase was adopted in part. The dues increase of § 15 will become
effective une 1, 2009 (not retroactive to June 1, 2008 as proposed.)

A request will be made to all Zontians that they consder making a donation of
$15 to ZI for the current year for the current operating budget and to help to
decrease the deficit created by not making this dues increase retroactive. The
proposal for a $1.00 dues increase at the beginning of each biennium was not

consdered.
